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BISCUIT ART COMPETITION
Statement of Purpose:

The International Biscuit Festival is an event that celebrates the heritage of home cooking and southern culture.  The juried art exhibit was developed as a way to cross reference the effect that home has on community and therefore on art.  The selected art will feature both traditional and non-traditional work and will be exhibited at businesses in the Market Square District.    All pieces of art must have a theme in line with the statement of purpose.  

Eligibility

Original 2-D work may be submitted in the following categories:  Painting (oil, watercolor acrylic, pastel, digital, and mixed media); Graphic Arts (pencil, charcoal, pen and ink, conte, colored pencil, and printmaking) and Photography (color, black and white, digital).  Sculpture, Ceramic and Fibers may be submitted if they can hang on a wall.  The maximum allowed size is 120” X 120” in any direction including frame or stand (must fit through a 60” X 120” doorway).  Weight is not to exceed 75 lbs. unless special arrangements are made.    The juror reserves the right to disqualify any work not suitably presented or that varies from the submitted image.  All work must be for sale.  

Entry fees

The nonrefundable entry fee is $40 for up to three works or $15 per work.  Artists selected may be represented by more than one work of art.  

Entry procedure   

Works are juried by digital images only.  Each work may be represented by one digital image.  Send digital images at JPG files (no PowerPoint or slideshow formats) on CD or DVD, at least 1-3 MB in size (or at least 1600 X 1600 pixels) each, or email entries to john@biscuitfest.com (no more than 5 MB in size).  Indicate artist name on CD.  CD's will not be returned.  Entries must be postmarked by May 17, 2011.

Delivery

It is preferable that all work is hand-delivered and picked up by the artist or a representative of the artist.  Shipping artwork to and from the exhibit will be the sole responsibility of the artist.  Deliver works by hand Monday-Tuesday May 23-24, 10am – 2pm, at exhibit location.  

Liability

Receipt of the completed form constitutes your agreement with all conditions established in the prospectus.  MSDA provides insurance for the exhibition.  Unclaimed hand-delivered work is not insured after the posted pick-up date.  It is the artist's responsibility to provide all insurance and shipping costs on works during shipment.  Consent to reproduce works photographically is assumed to be granted unless stated otherwise.

Return of Work

Exhibited hand-delivered work must be picked up at the close of the exhibit on Thursday, June 30, 10am – 2pm.  Shipped works will be crated and ready for pick up by July 1.

Notice of acceptance/rejection by Friday May 20, 2011.

Hand delivery dates to Festival during 10am – 2pm on Monday-Tuesday, May 23-24, 2011.

Shipped delivery dates to Festival on Monday-Tuesday, May 23-24, 2011.  

Exhibit open to the public May 27 – June 30, 2011.  

Awards Ceremony to be held at the International Biscuit Festival on Saturday May 28, 2011.  

Pick up work on Monday-Tuesday, June 6-7, 10am – 2pm.  No work is released before end of show.

Awards

Up to $500 in prizes/cash awards as designated by the juror, whose decision is final.

Sales and Commission

Every effort is made to promote sales.  All exhibited work must be for sale.  All sales are handled by the International Biscuit Festival.  Commission donated to the IBF is as follows:

20% for cash and check sales: 25% for credit card sales.

The Festival assumes that sales tax is included in the price of every piece of work.  The artist is responsible for remitting applicable sales tax to the state of Tennessee Sales and Use Tax Department.
